If Amend is also on the card then use it on postpone definitely, but everyone must debate against the motion. They should propose a somewhat absurd amendment and EVERYONE should debate against it. Once everyone has debated against it, the maker of the amendment will gain recognition by the chair and say…
	Member: I ask permission to withdraw my amendment.

Chair: Are there any objections to the withdrawal? (Pause) The motion is withdrawn. (Tap Gavel)

	This motion can only be applied to original main motions. After the secretary presents the main motion and it is seconded the chair will restate the question and the objection must occur before any debate has begun on the main motion.

	Division of the Assembly
